Gathered through open houses, Web site feedback, phone calls
Focus is verifying or broadening input from Steering Committee

Provides community-based perspective of transportation 
concerns and issues

Public Input

Ä In addition to comments gathered at the February Open 
Houses, we have received emails, phone calls, and letters 
from the public with recommendations and feedback on 
this study. All recommendations were considered, and 
many of the suggested changes were incorporated, as 
illustrated on the next display board.

Ä Example Comments:
Ä Open House Comment Cards included opinions on community 

character and environmental concerns, identified errors on the maps and 
specific traffic “trouble spots,” made recommendations to add projects 
from one package to another, and rated the four packages according to 
preference.

Ä Email, phone calls, letters: Most commentary sent after the Open 
House was specific to individual projects that would impact the senders’
neighborhood or community (example: 3600 South in West Haven).



Working Groups, East & West

Ä Working Group Meetings on March 19 & 20
Ä Purpose: Review public input from Open Houses, review revised transportation packages, 

determine evaluation criteria.
Ä Process: Public comments were compiled and summarized in advance. They were 

distributed to all Working Group members and discussed. Each of the four revised maps 
were reviewed and discussed per the public commentary, and Working Group members’
knowledge of their area.

Ä Results: Validation from the group on most of the revisions that had been made, additional 
revisions to the maps, preliminary set of evaluation criteria.

Ä Working Group Meetings on May 14 & 15
Ä Purpose: Review the final package with revisions from Steering Committee with focus on 

preliminary estimates for individual project costs and environmental impacts.
Ä Process: Review of the Steering Committee’s meeting and decision-making process. 

Discussion of individual projects, focused on the projects that had been added or changed 
since the last meeting.

Ä Results: Final draft of the revised package for June Open Houses, including suggestions 
from the Working Group.



Steering Committee

Ä Steering Committee Meeting on April 23, 2008
Ä Purpose: To select a single package for further analysis

Ä Process: Each of the four packages was analyzed and the 
committee expressed their preferences through anonymous 
keypad polling, using the following measures:
Ä Vehicle Miles Traveled, Vehicle Hours Traveled, planning costs, acres of 

new right of way, Travel Time Index, number of commuters to Salt Lake, 
average free flow speed vs. congested speed, number of transit users 
and others. 

Ä Results: After weighing the trade-offs in each of the packages, 
the committee voted to narrow the options to a single package 
that captured the vision of the “Blue Package” (see next board). 
The committee deleted some projects from the Blue Package and 
added projects from other packages in order to meet this vision.



Overall Transportation Vision

Ä It was determined that the following vision most 
closely captures the expectations for transportation 
in Davis and Weber Counties in 2040.
Ä In 2040, we want to get to Salt Lake or Ogden by car, train, 

or bus with relative ease. We want to be able to get to and 
from the commuter rail stops nearly as easily as we can get 
on the freeway. We would like to see shopping areas built 
around job centers so we can keep commerce localized. We 
know there will be increased congestion, but we think buses 
and other transit will help minimize it. We want to maintain 
high-speed roads, like freeways and wide arterials.

Risk Analysis and Prioritization

Ä The Study Team convened an expert panel 
including representatives from UDOT, WFRC, 
and the transportation commission to discuss 
each project in the final draft package in detail. 
Ä Purpose: To assess risk on each of the proposed 

projects and to prioritize the projects based on need.
Ä Process: Each project was analyzed for cost, environmental 

impact (including cultural and natural resources), and level 
of risk (largely measured by level of uncertainty regarding 
impacts and public support).

Ä Results: Consensus on analysis for each project or direction 
to review the analysis, according to these measures.

Ä Does the Draft Preferred Package meet the stated vision of 
transportation in Davis and Weber Counties in 2040, and do you 
agree with the stated vision?

Ä Review the Draft Priority Phasing
Ä What do you think of the suggested timeframe for project 
implementation?
